Description

Zsámbék is a charming Hungarian town in Pest County, famous for its medieval Premontrean church 
ruins and picturesque hilly countryside. In addition to its cultural and historical values, it boasts a vibrant 
community life, organizing numerous events and festivals throughout the year. In 2024, it celebrated its 
thirty-year relationship with its sister settlement, Homoródszentmárton, which has grown stronger year 
by year through cultural exchange programs and friendly cooperation.

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Homoródszentmárton is a picturesque Székely settlement in Harghita County, known for the natural 
beauty of the hilly countryside along the Homoród River and its traditional community. The village 
places great emphasis on preserving local values, so folk culture, Székely crafts and community 
cohesion still play a decisive role today. Its twinning relationship with Zsámbék has created numerous 
cultural and educational initiatives over the past three decades, further strengthening the feeling of 
Hungarian-Hungarian togetherness. 

Within the framework of the Twin Cities Program, the communities of Homoródszentmárton and 
Zsámbék jointly celebrated their twinning relationship with a rich and colorful series of events between 
August 23 and 26, 2024. The event began on Friday, August 23, when the Zsámbék twinning 
delegation and invited guests were ceremoniously welcomed at 6:00 p.m. During the evening, at 8:00 
p.m., a spectacular hussar parade was held for those interested, and then a joint dinner took place from 
9:00 p.m., which provided an opportunity for friendly conversations and informal gatherings. On 
Saturday, August 24, the programs started early in the morning. From 8:00 a.m., participants took part 
in a special village tour, during which they could explore the sights of the area with the help of electric 
tuktuks. Afterwards, from 10:00 a.m., sports enthusiasts could test their knowledge in various 
competitions, including a football championship between the village teams and an exciting penalty 
shootout. 

In the afternoon, at 5:00 p.m., the art history conference began, which dealt with the legend of Saint 
Ladislaus and medieval Hungarian murals. The presentations by experts covered topics such as the 
iconography of the legend in medieval murals, the appearance of the chivalric ideal in Hungarian 
history, the processes of restoration and preservation of church murals, and the depiction of female 
characters in the Saint Ladislaus murals. The evening programs continued with the evaluation of the 
sports competitions, then at 18:30 the attendees could enjoy the musical performance of the Máthé 
Endre Salamon team. After that, at 19:00 the Caravel band took the stage, and as the day closed, a 
cheerful, outdoor musical entertainment awaited those wishing to have fun from 20:30. 

On Sunday, August 25, the good-natured pánkó baking competition began at 10:00, where the 
participants could show off their skills by kneading and baking. The cooking started at 10:30, while an 
ecumenical festive service took place at 11:00 in the Homoródszentmárton Reformed Church. In the 
afternoon, from 13:00, a horse show and horseback riding organized by the Horse Club Harghita 
awaited those interested, while a foam party provided unforgettable experiences for children from 
15:00. At 16:00, the festive welcoming speeches and the announcement of the results of the pancake 
frying competition followed. After that, at 16:30, a poetry recital by Anikó Szoóh was given, and at 
16:45, the program was enriched by a performance by singer Sarolta Kovács. At 17:00, the Vonyarci 
Wind Band performed, and from 18:00, the Pittyes 2 and Gyufa comedy trio provided the good mood. 
The highlight of the evening began at 20:00, when the popular Magna Cum Laude band gave a 
concert, which was closed by a spectacular fireworks display at 22:00. 

On Monday, August 26, the official farewell ceremony for the Zsámbék sister settlement delegation and 
guests took place, thus concluding the official program of the event. During the festival, there were also 
full-day programs for those interested. Visitors could participate in firefighting programs, face painting 
and a bouncy castle provided entertainment for children, while special products could be viewed and 
purchased at the local crafts fair.  

Gastronomic enthusiasts could taste kürtőskalács, ice cream, ice cream and cotton candy, and there 
was also the opportunity to go horseback riding and travel on the fair train.
